Procedure for Requesting a Redetermination 
· You must have a “change in circumstances” in order to apply.  

· Apply to the Commissioner of Insurance prior to October 1 (of any year) but not more than once every 3 years.  
· Apply means to notify the Commissioner in writing that you want to be redetermined.  
· An Affidavit form can be downloaded from the KID Website to be filled out and returned to the Commissioner
· The Population and Assessed Tangible Property form can be downloaded at the KID Website and taken to the County Clerk for Certification. 
· The population will be computed using the most recent figures available from the US Bureau of the Census that is certified by the Secretary of State by the division of budget on July 1 of each year.

· The Assessed Tangible Property Valuation will be as shown on the latest November 1 assessment roll maintained by the County Clerk. Under no circumstance is exempt property to be added into the valuation.  
· Both Affidavit, Population and Assessed Tangible Property forms are to be submitted prior to the Redetermination Hearing.  
· A map and legal description of the boundaries serviced by the FRA will need to be submitted to the Kansas Insurance Department prior to the Redetermination Hearing.  
· The Redetermination Hearing will be conducted usually during the 3rd week of November, but in all cases it will be prior to December 1, in accordance with Statute.  

· You may be present during the redetermination hearing if you desire, however the signed Affidavit will allow the FRA Administrator to testify on your behalf.
